Wednesday Night Dive Reports

Alki Junkyard 11/4



Bob Bolan and I did an early dive.  The seagrass beds along Alki are full of tubesnouts, shiner perch, red rock and hermit crabs in the early evening.  Dropping down further to the edge of the drop-off, we began finding the object of the dive, the junk.   Life thrives around any type of structure in the Sound, whether natural or man-made.  Flounders, crescent gunnels, rock bass and saddleback gunnels, , were in abundance in and around the old washers, dryers, tires,  refrigerators, concrete blocks and other junk.   The current runs here on high exchanges, so watch your compass and adjust your dive to accommodate the current if necessary.  

Randy Glenn and I did the second dive.  The fish are much more approachable at night and more of the small fish are visible.  Sailfin sculpins and gunnels roam about freely at night and are rather reclusive during the day.    Someone has finally found a good use for shopping carts and old computer keyboards, they are recent additions to the artificial reef.  Nice visibility, probably 25 feet.     

Randy Glenn, Todd and Alissa Osborne, Paola Covin, Spencer Riley, Larry Cook and I enjoyed this dive.   



Alki Seacrest 11/18



Randy Glenn, Charles Chambers, Bob Bolan and I did an early dive.  We dove the Seacrest bay just south of the fishing pier.  The remains of  several old boats are at about 40 feet and they attract quite a bit of life.  The brick pile or  ballast stone area is always full of gobies and gunnels.  For those exploring the depths, there are some I-Beams which start at about 80 feet and run down to about 120.  This is easily the best bay to dive at Seacrest, unfortunately it is closed to diving during the summer due to the Seattle foot ferry.   This site can be dove under virtually any current and exchange conditions and it’s a popular training site.  The site’s major disadvantage is the silt which accumulates from it’s proximity to the Duwamish river.   Creatures found on this dive included ling cod, crabs, surf perch, a small octopus, tube-snouts, tons of gunnels, and rock bass. John Mckenzie, Charles Chambers, Paola Covin, Dave Sisson, Bob Bolan, and I enjoyed the second dive.

�Diving on Grand Cayman Island



The dive boats on Grand Cayman use permanent moorings to tie up to for boat dives.  The dive sites are marked by round white buoys. These sites are often within a reasonable swim from shore.  The dive resorts are usually located close to good dive sites for shore dives.  We dove primarily the west side of the island south of Georgetown.  Parrot's Landing has a nice wall off their place, As I recall the wall starts at about 70 or 80 feet and is steep.  We saw one of the submarines that take people down deep coming up on one of our dives.  Listen for the high pitched whine of the engines stopping and starting.  The Devil's Grotto is north of Parrots Landing, between it and Eden Rock.  It is a long swim from Parrots, maybe shorter from Eden Rock.  You can check it out.  Devil's Grotto is a must do dive, with channels and fissures through the coral and places where the sun streams in through opening in the top.  It's not a deep dive, I recall maybe 60 ft. max.  One day the Cayman Aggressor was tied up to the buoy diving the site.  Imagine what they were paying to do, what we were doing as a shore dive.  Renting a tank for a shore dive is 5 or 6 dollars CI (10 Cayman dollars equals 12 US dollars).  The next resort south of Parrots is Seaview I think � I'm not sure I've gotten the name right.  It is also a nice dive.  Next down the line is Sunset House.  Here the wall isn't as vertical but there are huge barrel sponges and lots of tame fish.  Divers feed them and they are pretty sophisticated in recognizing who might have food.  Be careful if you do feed them, they can get pushy and some people get nervous with so much commotion.  As I recall the next place down the line going south is Coconut Harbor.  We also dove two places farther south, a location called Armchair that has shore access at a pink apartment building; kind of run down.  The last place we dove was Smith's Cove, a small public beach.  This is a beautiful spot, the favorite of my non�diver wife.  This area is what the locals call Spur and Groove Reef, long ridges of coral running offshore with sand between.  You can dive whatever depth you choose and have lots to see.  This time we tried some drift dives between Coconut Harbor and Armchair as well as between Armchair and Smith's Cove.  The prevailing current seemed to be south at all times and it worked out.  We spent a long time in the water on these dives, we may have seen some less visited areas but the buoys seem to mark the most interesting terrain.  Snorkeling and shallow diving was good also at all these places.  More and more places are insisting that shore divers use their tanks.



There is supposed to be a nice shallow water wreck in Georgetown Harbor.  I didn't dive it.  They say it's a nice night dive.  I don't know the name but it is off Don Foster's dive operation.  North of Georgetown a ways is the Turtle Farm.  It is another nice dive, a favorite of the people we went with.  You have to use their tanks.  The wall is way out, a long swim. There is a mini�wall closer in about 50 feet of water.  There is a nice restaurant here called the Cracked Conch.  We ate lunch there a couple of times.  We checked out another site further north called the cemetery.  We didn't dive it because the water was rough and the entry and exit would have been risky.  To find it we kept going north past the turtle farm on the main drag until we hit a cross road named the Kings Rd.  Turn left and go until you hit the shore.  If you've done it right there will be an old cemetery on your right.  The diving on the north side is usually more at the mercy of the wind.  If the wind ever dies down or shifts to coming out of the South, drop any plans you have and head for the north side of the island.  Last year we went to a place called Babylon and it was the equal of anything we visited by boat.  Vertical walls with spectacular coral formations.  You will have to have someone give you directions.  There will probably be other divers parked at the roadside at the site.



Nice restaurants we went to were the Cracked Conch, the Seaharvest at Sunset House and a place called the Lighthouse that was a little fancier.  It was also a ways out of town.  I especially enjoyed a little open air place in Georgetown that had jerked chicken, a local favorite. We tended to eat lunch out and cook our evening meal.  The dinner menus were quite a bit more expensive and it saved us a little money.  A lot of the bars at the dive resorts serve a lunch and they were all good.  I especially remember the one at Sunset House and the Seaview.  We visited the botanical gardens and the blowholes which unless the surf is just right aren't doing anything.  We drove around the island and absorbed a little of the history.  There is a nice little museum in Georgetown that I enjoyed.  I'm sure there is a lot that I've left out but I'm going a little numb so I'm going to quit.  There was a nice radio station that played Caribbean music and talked that wonderful accent.  Try around 105.5 FM (if that's the right number I will have impressed myself.)  One last thing, be sure you get tuned in to island time.  No one is in a hurry and you shouldn't be either.

Bad Dive (continued from page 1)



We turned around there and started working our way back toward the surface.  We made a short stop at around 80 feet to take some pictures and then continued on up.  I swam up to about 20 feet where I stopped for a decompression stop.  It was 22 minutes into the dive.  My buddy stopped at the base of the wall and spent the rest of the dive there (30-35 feet).  I thought it was unusual that he would stop there but he had the computer and I did not so that is how I justified it.  At about 37 minutes into the dive I was at 300 psi, so I went down, got my buddy and we surfaced.



After getting out of the water I asked him how deep he was planning to go.  He told me he had gone 79 feet deep.  Roughly half the depth I had on my analog depth gauge.  There were other divers there so we asked them what they had for the depth at the base of the first wall.  The number they gave was closer to the dive computer than to my analog gauge so we assumed that my gauge was wrong (mistake 3).  We had planned to make a second dive that day so we packed up and headed to the second dive site.  Just to be on the safe side we took a third depth gauge down with us.  We went down to 40 feet and checked gauges.  The two analog gauges agreed with each other but the computer was reading half the depth.  We aborted the dive (good idea).



As a precaution we both sucked on some oxygen for a couple of minutes and then headed on home.



That was on Sunday, Oct. 18.  Sunday night I was feeling okay.  Monday I woke up and felt a little strange.  I was very fatigued, itched all over and had a little joint pain.  The pain didn't seem to be in any specific joint.  I would feel it in my elbows then it would be gone.  Or it would show up in my ankles.  I thought it would go away, after all I hadn't strayed from the tables that far.  Tuesday and Wednesday came and went and I didn't feel any better.  Finally on Thursday I called the Hyperbaric chamber at Virginia Mason and talked to a doctor there.  He suggested I check myself into the ER.  I did that and the doctor in the ER asked me several questions and then sent me over to the chamber.



After another round of questions about my dive and events before and after the dive they had me put on hospital scrubs and crawl into the chamber.



The chamber is cigar shaped, about five feet in diameter and is about 11 feet long.  There are 6 small round windows in it, 3 on each side.  A small cot runs down one side of it.  There is various medical equipment in some of the remaining room and a neat little video camera to monitor you.  They had me put on what I called a George Jetson helmet.  It was a plastic bubble which enclosed my head and sealed around my neck.  Into this they pumped oxygen.  I spent the next 6 hours laying on my back in this chamber with this very uncomfortable plastic helmet on.  Fortunately they allowed me to take it off for 5 minutes every half hour.  They also had a nurse in the chamber with me so for ten minutes an hour I got to talk to someone.  Although most of our conversation centered around how I felt.  Most of the time in the chamber they had it pressurized to simulate a 60 foot dive.  In the last hour and a half they slowly brought me up to surface.  I left the chamber exhausted but feeling better.



Now it has been 4 weeks since I got out of the chamber.  I still feel the effects of that dive.  I still have some muscle & joint pain but it isn’t too bad.  My doctor tells me I have inflammation in my joints but it will go away.  I suspect I shouldn't have waited so long to go in.  In 3 weeks I will go back to the doctor for a final check-up.  After that I can go back into the water.



There are many things to learn from this but I think the two most important are these:



As we learned in our open water class “Plan your dive, dive your plan”.  I knew better yet I still did it.

Dive gear fails, be prepared.



For those of you who are interested, the cost of my ride in the hyperbaric chamber was about $4000.  $1000 for miscellaneous stuff and about $500 an hour for the chamber.



�Prodigal Dan returns to Sea Horse fold



Dan Harper, Sea Horse president in 1990, has returned to Boeing and the Sea Horses after an absence of eight-years….that’s eight years, two jobs, one wife, and a pair of kids! 

Some of you old-timers (anyone who’s been in the club five years or longer) may remember dear old Dan as that quiet, unprepossessing guy who, while president, sneaked off to the San Juans for a couple of weeks and came back as a NAUI instructor — and didn’t bother to tell anyone. 

It was only quite by accident that other club members found out.

Harper left Boeing in April 1991, during one of company’s cyclic downturns. His search for greener pastures led him to a company called II Morrow Inc. (pronounced “Tomorrow Inc.”) in Salem, Ore., where he was a test engineer for four and a half years.  

He was an active scuba instructor until the beginning of 1994, when the Salem dive shop he was working with went belly up. The next nearest NAUI dive shop was an hour away in Portland, which was too far to commute.

“After I get settled in up here again I may start back up,” Harper said. “I'll just have to see how my family schedule plays out.”

II Morrow, a subsidiary of United Parcel Service, made hardware for tracking packages and delivery vehicles and also produced the Apollo line of aviation Lorans and GPSs. Unfortunately, II Morrow did not prosper under UPS.

“During my time with the company we went from 600 people down to about 150 when I left,” he said. 

Harper started to head back to Seattle, but only got as far as the Portland suburb of Wilsonville, where he landed another test engineering job, this time with Tektronix Color Printing and Imaging.

“In the three years I was with Tek we reorganized eight times,” he said. (Sounds just like Boeing, eh?)

The last spring, the company was feeling the effects of the “Asian financial flu” and began cutting heads in a big way. (Yep, just like home.) 

Harper had contacts with his old group here, and when an opening occurred this fall, he snagged it.

“Since I worked here before, was familiar with the equipment and many of the people, they figured I could step right back in,” he said.

“As far as family changes, I got married in July of 1994. My wife, Katherina (Kathy), was born in Everett and raised in the Auburn area. She’s quite happy to be back up in this area. Our first daughter, Karoline Maria (Kara), was born on Feb. 17, 1997. Our second daughter, Margaret Nichole (Maggie), was born Feb. 13, 1998.” (Not quite a year apart!) 

Until they locate a house to rent that accepts pets, the Harpers (Dan, Kathy, Kara, Maggie, and dog) are staying at the Homewood Suites next to Fort Dent Park in Tukwila. 

“It makes for an easy commute, but it’s way too small for the four of us.”

Rating System-

	Please keep in mind that this rating system is not exact and is only a guess based on previous experience! Factors such as weather, currents and other unpredictable events can contribute greatly to any dive site. And ‘easy’ dive can become nearly impossible if you were to have large breaking surf, bad currents and 1 ft visibility. Just like a dive thought to be difficult could end up be easier then thought because of exceptional conditions. The only factor that can be easily predicted with any confidence (on a known dive site) is depth. I do not refer to certification levels within this system because that can often be misleading. I know many OW certified divers who are exceptional divers with many dives, and I have met divemasters with minimal dives and little practical experience who I would not trust to scrape my boat hull. Everyone is responsible for knowing his/her limitations and abilities and diving within them.



1- Beginner dive. Easy entry and exit, less then 60ft deep.  Mild currents.  

2- Novice dive. Fairly easy entry and exit. Possibility dive might exceed 60 ft.  Moderate currents, some drift diving.  

3- Intermediate dive. Should be comfortable in different conditions. Possible difficult entry. Dive could easily exceed 60 ft.  Some moderate to strong currents, drift diving.  

4- Advanced dive. Should be skilled in self rescue techniques. Difficult entry and exit. Dive could easily exceed 60 ft.  

No rating- unknown at this time

Bring in the New Year with the Sea Horses in Mexico



Join the Boeing Sea Horses on the largest tropical dive adventure ever arranged by the club. This is going to be the trip of the century—literally—as we spend the 1999-2000 winter break on the Mexican Caribbean.



We’ll bring in the year 2000 with a special midnight dive!



Sea Horse President Todd Osborne and Expeditions Chair Bob Burnett have reserved 20 rooms (40 people) at the venerable Hotel Barracuda in Cozumel Dec. 26, 1999 through Jan. 2, 2000. Todd and Bob will combine their organizing, marketing, trip-leading, and warm-water diving experience to lead the Sea Horses on a week of three-tank boat diving with Dive Paradise.



Todd and Bob are now accepting reservations. The first 40 people to sign up will get to go. There is no chance of obtaining additional space later. Hotel Barracuda (and most other Cozumel properties) is entirely sold out for that period, and all of the low-cost group-rate air fare is long-gone.



Trip cost is approximately $1,500 per diver, less for non-divers. We’ve already locked in the price of the ground package (hotel and diving), but Continental won’t give us a firm price on the air fare until next January. We don’t think the total price will be more than $1,500 per person, and it could be as low as $1,425, or possibly even lower. Meanwhile, the hotel and diving rates area already locked in.



Previous visitors to Cozumel already know that the tiny island off Mexico’s Yucatan Peninsula is one of the most popular diving destinations in the world. Cozumel has world-class dive sites, outstanding hotels and restaurants, and loads of shore activities. Many divers consider Cozumel the best tropical diving value in the Western Hemisphere.



The group will arrive Sunday afternoon. One Monday morning, we’ll gather at the resort’s own dock to meet our skipper and dive crew for the week and head out for our first two-tank morning fast-boat dive. We return in time for a leisurely lunch and a short nap, then hit the Yucatan Channel again in the afternoon for another single-tank dive. We’ll eat at a different restaurant every night. (Heck, we’ll book the entire place!) And check out three our four clubs on the way back to the hotel. On Tuesday, we do it again. And again on Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday—before the gala New Year’s Barbecue sponsored by the resort.



On Saturday, we’ll plan to take the ferry to Playa del Carmen for a day in the sun.



For those who want more than 15 dives, there are optional night dives, cenote (cave) dives, and a special New Year’s Eve dive on Dec. 31. When we’re not diving, there’s shopping in the quaint Mexican village of San Miguel, jet skiing, touring Mayan ruins, spelunking caves, or taking a day trip to Playa del Carmen or Cancun on the mainland.
